Description: 


Children will gain a greater understanding of the period of history; they will look at timelines and establish where the historic period lay against other historic periods which they already know. They will identify the important achievements of the time, research Skara Brae, they will present their findings and reflect on how farming changed life in the Neolithic period. They are going to design a hill fort, and will also look at how materials used changed over the period. At the end of the theme the children will explain the key features of a chosen period and give their own opinions about that period.





Hook: Children will take visit Butser Ancient Farm at the start of the theme and experience Stone Age buildings, tools and activities linked to the period as well as undertake an ‘archaeological’ dig.
