Changes to the Staff Car Park

At long last, we seem to be drawing nearer the end of the building works on the school’s window and door replacement programme!
There are several outstanding things to finish off, including the window sills on the insides of the classrooms, but the majority of
disruption to classes has now ended. This means that we have been able to get some car parking spaces back in our staff car park
and we have now stopped using the larger playground (with the basketball posts) as a car park.

From this coming Monday, January 241, the
usual routine of the drop-off by circulating in our car park will continue, but please do not park in any
spaces in the morning unless you have one of our special permits. We will be closing our gates
at the end of the day and will be stopping anyone trying to enter the staff car park unless you have one of our special permits.

We hope you understand why we have had to prioritise parking for the staff (we have nearly 80 people working at Herne) and that
you respect our policing of this. To apply for a permit, please email admin@hernejunior.com stating your reasons for your
application. In the event of us rejecting an application, an appeal can be made to our governing body. Thank you in advance for

your co-operation.
